
Join the Tri-County Fish Team to

• Minimize runoff from your property
• Avoid or minimize the use of fertilizers and pesticides in 
your yard.
• Never dump trash into a creek, storm drain or along a 
streambank.
• Never store old tires, garbage or litter along the stream-
bank, since they can be carried away during storms.  
• Never dump gasoline, motor oil, antifreeze, battery acid 
or other automotive fl uids into a stream or storm drain or 
onto the ground. 
• Never dump detergents or wastewater from carpet or up-
holstery cleaning into a stream or storm drain. 
• Avoid hosing down paved surfaces or washing your car 
or truck on a paved driveway or street.  Even biodegradable 
soaps are toxic to fi sh and wildlife. 
• Maintain your septic system.
